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A2 & #L: Psychopathology : theory and Practice

The course focuses on the definition of mental health, theoretical models of
psychopathology, and related methodology. A pathogenesis model framed on the
transaction between environment and individuals in the socio-cultural contexts in
Taiwan is introduced.

This course covers various topics in psychopathology, including the definition of
mental health, developmental models of psychiatric disorder and psychopathology,
methodological issues, Jasper’s views of psychopathology, validity and reliability of
psychiatric diagnosis, instruments (e.g., questionnaires), interview schedules, and
diagnostic interview. In addition, a descriptive approach to psychopathology will be
introduced. It will be discussed about the application of descriptive psychopathology

for assessment, diagnosis, and treatment plans.

Reading materials will be collected and assigned to students by the teacher.

Students are required to do presentation of their assigned materials.

Grades for this course will be determined as follows: participation and performance

(e.g., breath, depth) in course discussion (20%); final examination (80%).
