Course Description :

In the 4 major periods of very interesting and complicated political institutions covering 5,000 years
in China, the lecturer develops 8 minor stages concerning the development of the Chinese political
institutions: The first two periods covering 3,000 years: ‘primitive democracy( one stage)’  and

‘confederated feudality( three stages)” will be introduced to the students in the first semester, while the
later two periods:  ‘imperial monarchy( three stages, covering 2,132 years)’ and  ‘republican
democracy( one stage, only 102 years)” will be discussed in the second semester.

In the second semester, in order to develop clearer idea about the different institutions, the lecturer
uses not only the textbook he edited as the basic material, but also historical geography, film on Marco
Polo, interesting clippings of important documents of dynasties, and book-chapters or monographs for
discussion. Grand view and comprehensive analysis together with piece-meal approaches, together with
comparison of archeology & historiography, are used in discourses.

Students will be introduced by the lecturer via reading widely and response with information of
Western institutions from website in order to widening knowledge, cultivating innovation, and
enlightening wisdom from the heritage of Oriental political institutions.
