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This course will introduce theories of human development, prenatal and neurobehavioral development. The

development related to motor, language, visual perceptual and psychosocial functions and play will also be

discussed respectively. In addition, the developmental tasks from conception to late adulthood will be

introduced. In practice class, students will go to a kindergarten to observe the development of children aged

2. understand the process of human development in respect to the following areas: reflex and motor
skills, language, cognition, visual perception, psychosocial functions and play.
