The lecturer of this course has insisted on the approach of conducting researches

of indigenous psychology on the basis of Western philosophy of science for more than
thirty years. Recently he integrated findings of previous researches and published a
book entitled Confucian Relationalism: Philosophical Reflection, Theoretical
Construction and Empirical Research, and used it as an exemplar for promoting
scientific revolution in psychology (Hwang, 2009). This seminar course aims to share
experiences of doing research either by discussing the participants’ research proposals
in the workshop, or by critically reviewing findings of previous researches with an
expectation to enhance the participants’ academic creativity so that it can be

manifested in their research works.
