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Tu Fu’s Poetry (I) F7¥5;




This class will focus on a careful reading and analysis of Tu Fu’s poems, with
information about the background against which individual poems were composed
added to provide additional insight. The first two week of this class will be devoted
to a review of Tu Fu’s life history and the time during which he lived in order to assist
help students to better understand his works. When discussing Tu Fu’s poetry,
contrasts will be made with contemporaneous poetry as well as poems from previous
and later periods in order to give students a clear understanding of both the originality
of Tu Fu’s poetry as well as their place in literary history.

A written exam will account for 60% of the final grade, with the other 40%

coming from a written report.
