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Artistic and Technical concerns as they apply to Costume Design will be addressed
through lectures, discussions and critiques. The course will focus on the first
half of the design process: research, direction and rendering of ideas. Special
concentration will focus on character analysis and their physical manifestations.
In-class critiques will help the student to identify and utilize the
characteristics of good design.
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
