Course Description :

The lecturer will use the textbook he edited 5 years ago as the main material for discussion and
hopefully to revise it through lectures in the class. In order to inspire students to devote their attention on
the subjects, they are required to take notes systemically. Suggestions, especially critical points, are
warmly welcome by the lecturer. More than that, students’ notebooks must be evaluated every month.

In the 4 major periods of institutions, the lecturer develops 8 minor stages concerning the development
of the Chinese political institution. That altogether will be introduced to the students in the 2 semesters.
